The Belmont County Department of Job and Family Services, the Belmont County Board of Commissioners and the Belmont County Prosecutor’s Office strive to ensure that everyone receives accurate Food Assistance/SNAP, Medicaid, PRC, Daycare assistance, and Ohio Works First benefits.  Any person who misrepresents himself, any other person, or any information in order to receive public assistance benefits will be prosecuted to the fullest extent of the law. 

You must report all income in your home, all bank accounts and other resources owned by household members.  If you are unsure if you are to report something, ask your caseworker.  The information you give the Belmont County Department of Job and Family Services will be checked by using our computer matching system with other agencies such as Social Security, Employers, Banking Institutions, Unemployment Compensation, Worker’s Compensation, Child Support, Metropolitan Housing, etc.  If an overpayment arises against you or any of your household members, the information collected on the application, including social security numbers, may be referred to other federal and state agencies, as well as private collection agencies for overpayment claims collection action. 

Under penalty of law I agree that all my answers to questions I will be asked both verbally and in writing are true.  All the information that I will give on my application and during my eligibility interview will be an exact representation of the entire household situation.  I will not give false information or hide information to get or continue to get benefits.  I understand that if I am found guilty of fraud, I can be fined up to $250,000, sent to prison for up to twenty (20) years, or both, and disqualified from participating in the program from one (1) year to permanently. 
Food Assistance/SNAP/EBT Benefits Usage

Food Assistance/SNAP benefits are issued to you electronically and the only proper use of these benefits is for you, an adult member of your assistance group, or your authorized representative/ authorized user to purchase eligible foods from a retailer authorized by the US Department of Agriculture, Food & Nutrition Service, for preparation and consumption by you and your assistance group only.  Any other possession, buying, selling, usage, alteration, acceptance, or transfer of these benefits or the EBT card is a violation of the Food Stamp Act of 1977, as amended.  The EBT card itself remains state property and any violation of the foregoing, or possession of a reported lost or stolen card, can result in its seizure by the property authorities, even if it is your card.
